Potentate’s Message for June 2022

Greetings Nobles & Ladies! 
  I’ve been asked why I keep mentioning the Ladies groups like 
Daughters of the Nile and Ladies’ Oriental Shrine. I’ve also been 
asked why I keep mentioning Lodge and other Appendant Bodies of 
Freemasonry. Well, the answers to those questions are that Shrine has 
always been a part of Freemasonry and Masons always support our 
Ladies. The Lodge is the entry point for a man to become a Shriner, so 
it’s the obvious place to begin looking for new members. Without Lodge, 
the Shrine wouldn’t exist. Freemasonry is the foundation of the Shrine 

and a good, solid foundation is essential to a robust structure. We must support our Lodges if 
our Shrine is to survive.  
  What’s that got to do with the Ladies’ groups? That’s an easy one to answer. Without the 
support of our Ladies, we wouldn’t be able to do what we do as Shriners.
